Areas counting as Biodiversity reserve

The biodiversity reserve must make up 10% of the total effective land base. It must be of the farm, part of the usual economic activity and belong to or be leased by the farmer. If the farmer manages multiple non-contiguous properties these requirements apply to each separate property if the distance between the properties is bigger than 1000 meters. The following elements may be counted:

· Lightly grazed fields that allow for some vegetation to flower and go to seed. 

· Forested fields (agro forestry)
· Undisturbed forest
· Headlands
· Land seeded to annual/ perennial plants that are allowed to go through flowering
· Fallow land as part of the rotation or otherwise

· Undisturbed grasslands (No mowing in the courses of a year)   

· Fence lines (width of undisturbed land can be counted)
· Native trees, single trees appropriate to the location (100m2 per tree) and tree lined avenues

· Hedges, field and stream bank tree groves

· Water races, ponds, wetlands, riparian areas

· Ruderal areas, (e.g. landslips), stone windrows and heaps

· Dry stone walls
· Unsealed natural paths and tracks
· Other biodiversity reserve elements-For example in vineyards every 10th row can be planted in a mixed herbal ley sward that is not mown until after flowering.
